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Using Instant Enrollment in WebAdvisor  

 

Instant Enrollment allows non-degree seeking students to browse courses and schedules, select and register for 

courses, and even make payments instantly. These non-traditional programs are Center for Lifelong Learning 

Courses and Distance Teacher Licensure Courses for the Office of Education Outreach. These newly enrolled 

students would later receive login information to manage their class schedule at Shenandoah University.  

 

Credit card payment is required to use Instant Enrollment. If you are a current student at Shenandoah University, 

please LOGIN to WebAdvisor before using Instant Enrollment. The link for Instant Enrollment is accessible from 

Registration Menu.
