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1. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Shenandoah University hereinafter referred to as “SU” is seeking a Vendor who will provide Services and Equipment, and sundries as identified herein and in any Contract awarded as a result of IFB 100404.   “Vendor” or “Contractor” or “Offeror” all hereinafter shall have the same meaning and shall be construed to mean the same.  
The Services covered under this solicitation require the Contractor to furnish all labor, tools, materials, equipment, supplies, quality control, fill material, drivers and operators, fees, surcharges, and supervision necessary to provide and complete the installation of five streetlights and added conduit as specified herein at Tulane Drive / Ralph Shockey Drive located on Shenandoah University’s campus. The successful Vendor is required to submit a price for any one or multiple thereof or all four (4) scenarios contained in this IFB 100404.

a. Proposed award is projected to be within 30 days of IFB closing

2       DEFINITION OF SERVICES

It is the intent of this IFB to obtain proposals from and the Services of a qualified professional to provide and install a combination of streetlights, extra conduits, and an added walkway, all identified in the different pricing scenarios as identified and defined below: 

Facts for all scenarios;

*power for streetlights is from existing ground level junction box marked as “A” on plat.

*”extra conduits” as specified herein are two (2), three (3) inch PVC schedule 40 installed with pull cord at every pull station

*final exact locations will be determined by SU but is limited to five (5).

*for any scenario without a “walkway”, the vendor shall provide for reclamation of all denuded areas with sod and fill.  All unsuitable soils will be hauled away and replaced with suitable fill.  

SU will not provide suitable fill nor will the Contractor be allowed to dump any unsuitable fill on SU property, anywhere.

*Contractor to provide industry accepted pole bases
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*All light poles to be 25 feet tall and

*All power for streetlights shall be installed in conduit and not direct buried.

*Contractor to install an electrical contactor controlled by a photo electric controller and locate it in the main electrical building adjacent to the Ricketts Press Box building.  This contactor will control existing lights that are on individual photo electric control and the five additional fixture in this proposal.  Contractor to remove the individual photo cells on each existing light pole.

Scenario #1 – 

Provide and install five (5) streetlights as specified herein between points “A” and “B” as denoted on plat attached hereto.  In the same excavation for power for the streetlights, also provide two (2), three (3) inch PVC schedule 40 with pull cords and terminated into each ground level junction box.
Scenario #2 –

Provide all components and sundries as identified in Scenario #1 and provide and install the “extra conduits” from point A to point C as denoted on the plat.
Scenario #3 –

Provide all components and sundries identified in scenario #2 and provide and install “extra conduits” from point “B” to Romine Living Center specified as to any point where the conduit will be strapped to the building and turn on the roof.
Scenario #4 –

Provide a Walkway from point “A” to point “B”.  The walkway is defined as  - excavate top soil to a depth of 6 inches by 48 inches wide by the length between points A and B.  Back fill with #57 stone to a height of 4 inches and a 2 inch stone dust cap, rolled and tamped.
