Scope of Services


Shenandoah University hereinafter referred to as “SU” is seeking a Vendor who will  provide Services as identified herein.  “Vendor” or “Contractor” hereinafter shall have the same meaning and shall be construed to mean the same. 


The Services covered under this solicitation require the Contractor to furnish all labor, tools, materials, equipment, supplies, quality control, and supervision necessary to completely demolish and completely remove chain link fencing, fence poles and bases, remove 3 smaller metal buildings within fenced area, remove wooden building within fenced area, and backfill with limestone gravel #57 to a finished grade level as required for parking and as further defined herein.  The Contractor shall also remove the mechanics rack and asphalt ramp.  The Contractor shall disconnect the electric to any building that is to be removed.  The Contractor shall remove all electric cable to the point of origin (at the demarcation point).  The work to be performed in connection with this solicitation shall include all labor and materials so as to provide a complete “Turn-Key” project.

in connection with or in any way incidental to or arising out of the occupancy, 



use, service, operation, performance or non-performance of work in connection 



with this Contract resulting in whole or in part from negligent acts or omissions of 



Contractor, any subcontractor, or any employee, agent or representative of the 



Contractor of subcontractor.

Definition of Services



Complete demolition and haul away of chain link fence and fence posts and fence posts anchors, 3 smaller metal buildings, one wooden building, mechanics’ ramp, and then backfill any depressions with limestone gravel #57 for a finished grade for parking and other slow vehicular traffic.   Contractor shall disconnect any electric and remove all cable to demarcation, where applicable. 




The Contractor may be requested to remove one or more concrete slabs or foundations.  Any concrete removal shall be a “Change Order” to this Contract.  The Change Order shall be based on the price submitted by the Contractor in Section 6 of this Contract / Procurement.  The Price for concrete removal is per cubic yard and is inclusive of all costs associated with the demolition and removal; i.e., demolition equipment, operator, truck for hauling and operator, etc.
