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1. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Shenandoah University hereinafter referred to as “SU” is seeking a Vendor who will provide Services and Equipment, and sundries as identified herein and in any Contract awarded as a result of RFP 100130.   “Vendor” or “Contractor” or “Offeror” all hereinafter shall have the same meaning and shall be construed to mean the same.  
The Services covered under this solicitation require the Contractor to furnish all labor, tools, materials, equipment, supplies, quality control, and supervision necessary for a “complete” “turnkey” solution as identified herein and identified in any Contract awarded as a result of this RFP 100130. 
SU is seeking a solution to manage its extensive Piano inventory at Shenandoah Conservatory.  SU currently has approximately 144 instruments supporting the broad needs of the Conservatory with varying degrees of appropriate quality and condition and a lesser quantity of instruments in poor condition and need of replacing.  In addition to the on-going operations and Contract Administration expected, there is a quantity of instruments that may require more extensive maintenance through the life of any Contract Awarded.   SU is seeking a solution that would meet and exceed the above parameters as well as the two ( both A and B) following conditions:

Contract administration and on-going maintenance and replacement schedules and an overall SU satisfaction of quality instruments for performance, teaching, and practice for the life of any Contract awarded.
