1. SCOPE OF SERVICES

Shenandoah University hereinafter referred to as “SU” is seeking a Vendor who will provide Services and Equipment, and sundries as identified herein and in any Contract awarded as a result of IFB 090820.   “Vendor” or “Contractor” or “Offeror” all hereinafter shall have the same meaning and shall be construed to mean the same.  
The Services covered under this solicitation require the Contractor to furnish all labor, tools, materials, equipment, supplies, quality control, fill material, drivers and operators, fees, surcharges,and supervision necessary to complete the Sinkhole excavation and reconstruction at the Bowman Building located at 20 South Cameron Street, Winchester VA. 2       DEFINITION OF SERVICES

It is the intent of this IFB to obtain proposals from and the Services of a qualified professional to excavate and reconstruct one or more sinkholes at the above referenced site. ECS Mid-Atlantic, LLC a Geotechnical company will CO-Manage with SU the process of excavation and reconstruction at the site for each sinkhole.  It is unclear at this time the exact quantity of sinkhole/s that will be addressed.  SU’s neighbor will be contacted to determine if their participation will be warranted for 2 sinkholes.  Prior to Contractor mobilization, the exact quantity of sinkholes will be identified.  The asphalt will be cut with concrete saws then excavated to the depth as determined by ECS and SU, then reconstructed as specified by EPS.  The cap will be a 6 inch asphalt.

GENERAL CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

This proposal, the Vendor’s response thereto, submitted documents, and any negotiations, when properly accepted by SU shall constitute a contract equally binding between the successful Offerer and SU. PRICING 

Section 6.A. - 
ECS recommends that test pit excavations be completed then dependent of the results, on-site specifications will be identified for the reverse graded filter or other as dictated by the site.  There may be 1, or 2, or 3 or 4 sinkholes to be excavated and reconstructed.  This IFB will be awarded on pricing therefore the Contractor is requested to provide pricing for the most plausible and probable event for one sinkhole for evaluation purposes and for benchmark pricing for any instance during Contract Performance whereby it can be used.

Price to excavate and reconstruct one sinkhole – 



a.  Sinkhole is 10 feet deep, 10 feet wide, and 10 feet across.



b.  asphalt is saw cut



c.  sinkhole is excavated to a depth of 10 feet – Contractor to haul away 




the excavation



d.  the bottom 2 feet of sinkhole shall be Class III RIP Rap




and the next 2 feet shall be Class II Rip Rap




and the next 3 feet shall be number 57 crushed limestone




and the  next 2.5 feet shall be VDOT 21-B crushed limestone




and the last 6 inches shall be asphalt

Included in the costs should be all fuel charges, vibratory compaction, hauling fees, drivers, mobilization, asphalt, asphalt compaction, etc.
