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Typical OT Student Schedule

Overview: The student is to develop entry-level competency in a physical disabilities setting through supervised practice in adult rehabilitation. At the weekly progress meeting, specific goals, learning objectives, and activities will be selected jointly by the fieldwork educator and the student to best meet the student’s individual learning needs.

· Complete a guided observation form for each treatment you observe

· Finish any outstanding orientation tasks

· Assignment: Occupation-based planning grids

· Assignment: Clinical Reasoning Journal (Narrative Reasoning)

	Week 3
	· Increase caseload to 2-3 patients- complete/ update clinical reasoning worksheets for each patient

· Complete guided observations or co-treat with the FW educator as appropriate for other patients

· Complete team updates prior to team for your 2-3 patients

· Report status updates in rounds for your 2-3 patients

· Continue to practice writing daily notes for all sessions- begin working on learning ACE-IT documentation system
· Assignment: Clinical Reasoning Journal (Procedural Reasoning)

	Week 4
	· Maintain caseload of 3-4 patients- consistently begin and end all sessions on time
· Continue completing all documentation for caseload- daily notes and updates

·  Participate in groups

· Observe with other disciplines (PT/SLP) as appropriate

· Assignment: Clinical Reasoning Journal (Interactive Reasoning)

	Week 5
	· Maintain caseload of 3-4 patients with assistance from FW educator- complete/ update clinical reasoning worksheets for each patient
· Continue completing all documentation for caseload- daily notes and updates

· Complete a new patient evaluation with assistance from FW educator
· Assignment: Clinical Reasoning Journal (Pragmatic Reasoning)

	Week 6
	Midterm- Complete self-reflection evaluation, collaborate with FW educator to identify action plans or additional experiences needed to meet learning outcomes, meet with site fieldwork coordinator for midterm check-in
· Maintain caseload to 4  patients with assistance from FW educator, complete all patient documentation consistently

· Assignment: Clinical Reasoning Journal (Ethical Reasoning)

	Week 7
	· Increase caseload to 4-5 patients with less assistance from FW educator
· Independently provide group interventions with supervision from FW educator

· Independently schedule all patients on caseload, making changes and adjustments as needed throughout the day
· Assignment: Diagnosis Research Brief

· Assignment: Clinical Reasoning Journal (Conditional Reasoning)

	Week 8-9
	· Maintain caseload of 4-5 patients with less assistance from FW educator, completing all documentation
· Collaborate with case management regarding patient discharge planning and anticipating patient education/ equipment needs prior to discharge
· Begin completing therapy flowsheet to update patient status

· Participate in home evaluation, community outing, family training, and/or visiting a community site (see list) as appropriate

	Week 10-11
	· Maintain caseload of 4-6 patients with little to no assistance from FW educator and complete all documentation

· Work a Saturday to gain experience 

· Schedule a day-off in exchange for weekend shift including appropriate pass-off  of patient information
· Assignment: Provide an evidence based in-service to staff on relevant topic

	Week 12
	· Prepare to transition off caseload- inform patients of upcoming change, complete final updates to flowsheet to inform incoming therapist of patient issues
· Turn in name badge, parking permit and any borrowed books/ materials

· Assignment: Complete and share a treatment or equipment project to leave behind in the Healthsouth clinic

Final- complete self-reflection evaluation, complete student evaluation of fieldwork experience, leave personal contact information with FW educator, meet with site FW coordinator for exit interview
